If this Offer to Hire form is accepted by you the Hirer it will together with the Owner's Standard Terms and Conditions constitute the Contract between the Owner and you the Hirer for hire of the goods and equipment ("Equipment").

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR COMMERCIAL HIRE

OF GOODS AND EQUIPMENT

These Standard Terms and Conditions together with the Offer to Hire Form, Terms of Payment and Special Conditions, the Offer by the Owner to you ("the Hirer") to hire the Equipment and if the Hirer accepts this offer, constitute the whole of the Contract with the Hirer.
1 Definitions and Explanations

In these Terms and conditions these words and phrases have the following meanings:
"acceptance" and "accepted" means acceptance of the Offer to Hire Form by the Hirer.

"Contract" means the Contract between the Owner and the Hirer for the hiring of the Equipment the Terms of which are fully set out in these Standard Terms and Conditions and in the Offer to Hire Form and any special conditions.

"Day" means a calendar day commencing immediately on midnight and finishing immediately before the next midnight.

"Delivery Address" means, except where otherwise stated in the Special Conditions or in the Offer to Hire Form, the Site.

"Deposit" means any sum which is stated in the Offer to Hire Form as a deposit.

"Equipment" means collectively all the goods and equipment described in the Offer to Hire Form and separately each item of the goods and equipment designated in the Offer to Hire Form and includes all additional Equipment.

"Essential Term" means any term in the Standard Terms and Conditions which is expressly stated to be an Essential Term and also means any term which the parties expressly state in any Special Conditions to be an Essential Term.  "Essential Term" also includes any term which, by its nature and importance, one or other of the parties would not enter into this Contract without that term being included.
"GST" means Goods and Services Tax as defined in A New Tax Act (Goods and Services) 1999 (Cth).

Hirer "Effective Control" means actual physical control and use of the Equipment at relevant times.  Where the Equipment is provided to the Hirer, it will be deemed to be under the Effective Control of the Hirer. 
"Hire Fee" means the fee exclusive of GST which the Hirer has by this Contract agreed to pay to the Owner for the hire of the Equipment for the Period of Hire. The Hire Fee is set out in the Offer to Hire Form.

"Hirer" means the company, person or persons described in the Offer to Hire Form as "the Hirer" and includes where applicable its lawful successors and assignees.

"Offer" means this offer to hire the Equipment to the Hirer.

"Owner" means the business referred to as the owner in the Offer to Hire Form.  If applicable, any reference to the owner is also a reference to its lawful successors and assigns.
"Owner's Premises" means the premises where the Owner stores the Equipment.

"Period of Hire" means the period for which the Equipment is hired by the Hirer as specified in the Offer to Hire Form, being the period commencing on collection of the Equipment by the Hirer from the Site.  
The Period of Hire is based on an 8-hour day. To be clear; This means the time the machine starts to be used on any given day, the hire charged will be a minimum of these continuous 8 hours. If the machine is used in addition these hours an additional charge equivalent to daily hire rate divided by 8 hours to determine the pro-rata rate which is payable in addition to the Hire Fee.

The Period of Hire for Weekly and Monthly Periods of Hire also are based on the 8 Hour Day and additional charges apply as described above.
"Site" means the designated place, venue, or location to which the Equipment is located and at which place the Hirer is to take possession of the Equipment.  
"Special Conditions" means the special conditions (if any) as set out in the Offer to Hire Form.

"Terms" means these Standard Terms and Conditions which will always be sent with the Offer to Hire Form together with any Special Conditions.

A reference to any legislation is a reference to legislation as amended, re‑enacted or modified from time to time.

The applicable law shall be deemed to be the law of NSW.

The headings in these Standard Terms and Conditions are for convenience only and do not affect their construction.

2 Binding Contract
2.1 This contract is entered into and will be binding on the Owner and the Hirer upon the Hirer's acceptance of the Offer to Hire Form.  
2.2 The Hirer will for all the purposes of this Contract be deemed to have accepted the Offer to Hire Form and these Standard Terms and Conditions together with any Special Conditions and this Contract will thereby be created by the Hirer signing this form.
2.3 The Offer to Hire Form can only be accepted by the Hirer.

3 Terms of payment
3.1 The Hirer will pay the Hire Fee to the Owner at the time of signing the Offer to Hire Form or as invoiced from time to time by the Owner.  The Hirer must also pay the GST, if any, as stated in any tax invoice provided to the Hirer when paying the Hire Fee to the Owner.  The Owner is not obliged to release the keys to the equipment until such time as the payment is received.
3.2 The Hirer will pay to the Owner immediately upon demand such additional fees and charges as invoiced to the Hirer by the Owner from time to time. 

4 The Equipment
4.1 The Equipment will at all times remain the property of the Owner.  The Hirer has no legal or equitable interest in the Equipment or any part thereof.  The Hirer's possession of the Equipment will be as bailee for the Period of Hire and thereafter at will.
4.2 Upon signing the Hire Agreement and prior to taking possession thereof, the Equipment must be inspected by the Hirer to determine whether the Equipment delivered is complete in accordance with the Contract and is in good order and working condition.  Unless otherwise stated in the Special Conditions, the Hirer will on completion of the inspection be deemed to have satisfied itself that the equipment as a whole is suitable, fit and capable of meeting all the requirements of the Hirer.

4.3 The Hirer shall then be required to sign the Condition Report and photos which evidences the condition of the Equipment as at the time of hiring.
4.4 Any warranty as to the suitability, fitness or otherwise of the Equipment is hereby expressly excluded on the basis that the Hirer has had ample opportunity to inspect the goods prior to entering into the Offer to Hire.
4.5 To comply strictly with all laws, rules, regulations and by-laws of any government or authority with respect to the use of the equipment
4.6 To ensure that the equipment is only operated by persons properly qualified and licensed by the appropriate regulatory authority to do so;

4.7 To provide a safe workplace for any employees, contractors or agents of the Hirer and the Owner, or any other persons onsite where the equipment is being operated. The Hirer must immediately notify the Owner if any of the Hirer's employees, contractors or agents or any other person on the site is involved in a workplace incident involving the equipment;

4.8 To check as often as is reasonably required but in any event not less than once per day, the equipment consumables, including but not limited to fuel, oil, grease and coolant, and to maintain them at their proper level and to check, and if necessary charge any batteries on the equipment.
4.9 To permit the Owner to enter and inspect and maintain the equipment at the location where the Equipment was delivered, or as otherwise agreed between the Owner and the Hirer, as often as the Owner reasonably requires;

5 Mechanical Failure
5.1 Any malfunctioning of the Equipment of any kind must be notified by the Hirer to the Owner immediately upon such failure occurring.  No attempt must be made by the Hirer to rectify any failure.  Any attempt to do so shall be at the Hirer's own risk entirely and the Owner shall not be liable for any costs related to such unauthorised repairs.
5.2 The Owner shall in their absolute discretion have the right to nominate a repairer or alternatively shall have the ability to require the return of the Equipment immediately to the Site for repair to occur.
6 Effective Control of the Equipment
Where the Hirer is in effective control of the Equipment then the Hirer is a bailee of the Equipment.  In addition to all duties imposed at law upon bailees, it is an essential term of the Contract that the Hirer will:

6.1 At all times exercise all reasonable care and diligence in the use of the Equipment in accordance with any manufacturer's specifications and the normal and reasonable usage to be expected of such Equipment.
6.2 When returning the equipment, or making available to the Owner for return, return it in good order and working condition as hired, except fair wear and tear, to the Owner at the Site on or prior to the expiration of the period of hire.
6.3 To make the machine ready for return, the hired goods and equipment shall be suitably cleaned of all rock, soil, mud and other debris from machine ready for road transport. If the freight operator refuses to transport the equipment due to this clause; The Hirer shall be charged for the rescheduled transport costs, third party cleaning and the loss of hire for the duration of this delay

6.4 Not tamper or in any way interfere with or repair or attempt to repair the Equipment.

6.5 Be responsible for all accidental damage to the Equipment save and except where such damage is caused by the Owner.

6.6 Be responsible for all loss or damage to the Equipment occasioned by any break in, theft, vandalism, malicious damage or other unlawful acts save and except where such loss or damage occurs when the Equipment is under the effective control of the Owner. 

6.7 At no time during the period of hire, part with possession of the Equipment or any way deal with it in a manner inconsistent with the rights of the Owner as owner or allow any person whose driver's licence has not been provided to the Owner to deal with the Equipment.
6.8 Ensure that the Equipment is secure at all times and where being stored in locked premises supply such security measures as to ensure that the Equipment is secure at all times.

6.9 Not permit any person or persons to improperly use the Equipment and not remove or deface any label, manufacturer's serial numbers or other marks identifying the Equipment and/or the Owner's ownership of the Equipment.
6.10 To locate and use the equipment only at the place of delivery outlined in the Hire Agreement or as otherwise agreed by the Owner.

6.11 Ensure that only parts and attachments approved by the owner in writing are used on the equipment. To be clear; only hydraulic attachments supplied by the Owner are to be used on the equipment.

6.12 The equipment is supplied with a full tank of fuel. Upon return to our yard the equipment fuel tank is to either to be refilled by the Hirer, and if the equipment has been returned with less than a full tank the Owner shall charge you to refill the fuel tank at cost-price. Note: The Hirer should not rely on the fuel gauges to determine the volume of fuel in the tank but physically fill the tank to full.  
7 Insurance

7.1 The Hirer shall insure and keep insured the hired equipment against, fire, accident, and theft and such other risks as the Owner may require for an amount equal to the full insurable value of the equipment with reputable insurer approved by the Owner in the name of the Owner and the Hirer for their respective rights and interests.

7.2 The Hirer must maintain public risk insurance in respect of the equipment; approved by the Owner. The Hirer must not enforce conduct or settle or compromise claims under policies of insurance required by this clause, and clause 6.11 whether or not a policy also covers other property. The Owner is entitled to the proceeds of an insurance policy in connection with the equipment and may apply them in its discretion either towards replacement or reinstatement of the equipment or towards the satisfaction of the Hirers obligation under this agreement.

8 Loss of or damage to the Equipment
8.1 In the event that the Equipment or any part thereof is lost, stolen or damaged during the Period of Hire in circumstances where the Hirer bears responsibility under these Terms, the Hirer will be liable to the Owner and will indemnify it for the cost and expenses of the replacement of such lost or stolen Equipment and/or for the replacement of the Equipment entirely which in the sole determination of the Owner is damaged beyond repair and/or for the costs and expenses of repairing or reinstating damaged equipment.
8.2 In the event that the Hirer fails or refuses for any reason whatsoever to return or make available for collection all the Equipment to the Owner at the expiration of the Period of Hire then the Hirer will be in breach of an essential term of this Contract and without prejudice to any other rights which the Owner may have, either pursuant to these Terms or at law, the Hirer will be liable to pay the Owner on a day rate basis for the hiring of equipment for such further period of time.
8.3 For the purposes of clause 7.2, such further period of time will commence at the expiration of the Period of Hire and conclude at the earliest to occur of the date when the Equipment is returned to the Owner in good working order and condition or the date when the Owner receives from the Hirer full monetary compensation for the loss or damage to the Equipment.  The loss or damage to the Equipment will be the full replacement cost of the Equipment at that time or, where the Equipment cannot be replaced, the cost of new substitution Equipment that can substantially be used for the same purpose as the lost, damaged or destroyed Equipment.  In addition, the Hirer fully indemnifies the Owner for any other liability, loss or cost that the Owner might sustain as a consequence of the Owner being unable to meet any other contractual obligation to supply that Equipment or any other item thereof to any other person.

9 Default Events
9.1 The Hirer will be in default if:
9.1.1 It breaches any of its obligations under this Contract and fails to remedy such breach within seven (7) days of being required by the Owner to do so.

9.1.2 It breaches any Essential Term of this Contract.

9.1.3 Where the Hirer being a corporation is insolvent, is wound up or goes into Liquidation or has an Administrator appointed to it or has a Receiver appointed over any of its assets.

9.1.4 Where the Hirer is a natural person, he or she is or becomes insolvent or makes an assignment for the benefit of or her creditors or commits an act of bankruptcy under the Bankruptcy Act 1966 (Cth) or is declared bankrupt.
9.2 On the happening of a Default Event the Owner may, without prejudice to any of its other rights either under these Terms or at law and without previous notice to the Hirer, enter any Site where the Owner believes the Equipment to be located, repossess it and the Hirer hereby agrees not to make any claim or bring any action against the Owner as a result of the repossession of the Equipment.
9.3 The Hirer agrees to indemnify the Owner and keep the Owner indemnified against any direct, indirect or consequential loss or liability, expense or cost which might be incurred by the Owner in entering upon the Site and taking possession of the Equipment or any item thereof.  Such indemnity covers any liability to any third party for trespass or for damage to the Site occasioned to the entry upon the Site, the repossession of the Equipment or its removal from the Site.
10 Termination
10.1 The Owner may terminate this Contract immediately and without any liability to the Hirer if the Hirer is in breach of any term of this Contract.

10.2 Upon the termination or expiration of this Contract, the Hirer must comply with all directions of the Owner, including directions as to the return of the equipment. 

11 Warranties:
11.1 Except where specifically agreed in any Special Condition, the Owner gives no warranty express or implied in respect of the Equipment, its fitness for purpose or the condition thereof.
11.2 No term of this Contract is intended to exclude, restrict or modify any non-excludable Terms and warranties implied under the Australian Consumer Law or any similar State or Territory legislation and the Terms of this Contract are to be read down to the extent that they would be inconsistent with a non-excludable term or warranty implied by law.
11.3 Where permitted by statute, the Owner's liability for breach of any warranty is limited to:

11.3.1 The supply to the Hirer of substituted equivalent equipment; or

11.3.2 The payment of the costs of supplying to the Hirer substituted equivalent equipment; or
11.3.3 The repayment to the Hirer of the Hire Fee.

11.4 The Owner warrants that the equipment is regularly serviced and that the Equipment hired to the Hirer is roadworthy and its condition is consistent with the Condition Report annexed hereto.
11.5 The Hirer warrants if the person whose signature appears in this Agreement is not the Hirer, the person whose signature appears overleaf warrants to the Owner that he or she has the proper authority to enter into this Contract on behalf of the Hirer, and that the Hirer will be bound by this Contract.

12 Liability to third parties:
12.1 The Owner shall not be responsible for any direct, indirect or consequential loss, including personal injury, death or damage occurring to any third parties owing to the Hirer's or any of its employees, servants, agents or contractors use, misuse or otherwise of the Equipment the subject of this agreement.  Any such loss or damage shall be borne entirely by the Hirer and the Hirer hereby agrees to indemnify the Owner for any such loss, including personal injury, death or damage that might be sustained.

12.2 The Hirer agrees and acknowledges that they hold all insurances required for the use of the Equipment and that such insurances are current and valid as at the date of hiring.

12.3 Any actions of the Hirer which invalidate any such insurance policies shall be deemed to be the responsibility of the Hirer solely.

13 Limitation of Liability:
The liability of the Owner is limited as follows:
13.1 The Owner is not liable to the Hirer for any direct, indirect or consequential loss or damage which the Hirer might sustain as a consequence of the Hirer ordering the wrong Equipment or Equipment that is not suitable the purpose.  

13.2 The Owner has no liability to the Hirer for any direct, indirect or consequential damage or loss which the Hirer might sustain where the cause of that damage or loss is the negligence of the Hirer or any of its employees, servants, agents or contractors.
14 Equipment Damage Waiver
14.1 Equipment Damage Waiver (‘ED Waiver’) is not insurance, but is an agreement by The Owner to limit the Hirer's liability in certain circumstances for loss, theft or damage to the Equipment to an amount called the ED Waiver Excess. The ED Waiver Excess is explained below in clause 14.5. Note the limitations set out in clause 14.6.

14.2 Subject to clause 14.3, the ED Waiver Fee will be an additional 15% of the Hire Fee and it will be automatically charged to the hirer in addition to the Hire Fee.

14.3 The Hirer is not required to pay the ED Waiver Fee from the date the hirer produces a certificate of currency for an appropriate policy of insurance that covers loss, theft or damage to the Equipment during the Period of Hire for an amount not less than the replacement value of the Equipment (‘Your Insurance’). For the avoidance of any doubt, the Hirer is liable to pay the ED Waiver Fee for that portion of the Hire Period where a certificate of currency required pursuant to this clause 15.3 remains outstanding (“Uninsured Period”) and the Hirer are not entitled to any credit and/or reimbursement of the ED Waiver Fee charged and/or paid that relates to the Uninsured Period.  The Hirer is are responsible for any excess and any other costs associated with Your Insurance and is responsible for any shortfall in repair or replacement costs of the Equipment following payment of any amount received under Your Insurance, including any loss the Owner suffers as a result of not being able to hire the Equipment.

14.4 Where the Hirer has paid the ED Waiver Fee, the Owner will waive its right to claim against the Hirer for loss, theft or damage to the Equipment if:

14.4.1 for theft, the Hirer have promptly reported the incident to the police and provided The Owner with a written police report;

14.4.2 The hirer has co-operated with the Owner and provided the Owner with the details of the incident, including any written or photographic evidence the Owner requires;

14.4.3 the loss, theft or damage does not fall into one or more of the circumstances set out in clause 15.6; and

14.4.4 the Hirer has paid the Owner the ED Waiver Excess.

14.5 The ED Waiver Excess for each item of Equipment is the amount calculated as follows:

Replacement where the Equipment is lost, stolen or damaged beyond repair:

14.5.1 Subject to paragraph 14.5.2, the ED Waiver Excess for each item of Equipment that is lost, stolen or damaged beyond repair will be the amount equal to the greater of:
(i)$5,000.00; or
(ii)15% of the new replacement cost of the damaged Equipment hired by the Hirer.

14.5.2 Where the new replacement cost is less than $5,000.00, the ED Waiver Excess will be an amount equal to the new replacement cost of the Equipment hired by the Hirer.
Repair where the Equipment is partially damaged and can be repaired:
14.5.3 Subject to paragraph 14.5.4, the ED Waiver Excess for each item of Equipment that is partially damaged and can be repaired will be the amount equal to the greater of:
i. $5,000.00; or
ii.15% of the repair cost of the damaged Equipment.

14.5.4 Where the repair cost of the Equipment is less than $5,000.00, the ED Waiver Excess will be an amount equal to the lesser of the repair cost and the new replacement cost of the Equipment hired by the Hirer
14.6 Even if the Hirer has paid the ED Waiver Fee, the Owner will not waive its rights to claim against the Hirer for loss, theft or damage to the Equipment and the ED Waiver will not apply if the loss, theft or damage:

14.6.1 has arisen as a result of the Hirer's breach of a clause of this Hire Agreement;

14.6.2 has been caused by the Hirer's negligent act or omission;

14.6.3 has arisen as a result of the Hirer's use of the Equipment in violation of any laws;

14.6.4 has been caused by the Hirer's failure to use the Equipment for its intended purpose or in accordance with Our instructions or the manufacturer’s instructions;

14.6.5 occurs to the Equipment whilst it is located, used, loaded, unloaded, transported on or over water, wharves, bridges or vessels of any kind;

14.6.6 has been caused by a lack of lubrication or a failure to properly service or maintain the Equipment;

14.6.7 has been caused by collision with a bridge, carpark, awning, gutter, tree or any other overhead structure or object due to insufficient clearance;

14.6.8 has been caused by the overloading of the Equipment or any components thereof;

14.6.9 is to motors or other electrical Equipment or components within the Equipment caused by electrical overload, a surge in electrical current or the use of under-rated or excessive lengths of extension leads with the electrical Equipment;

14.6.10 is caused by exposure to any corrosive or caustic substance, such as cyanide, salt water, acid, etc;

14.6.11 is caused by vandalism;

14.6.12 is to tyres or tubes; or

14.6.13 is to windscreens, mirrors, glass, or perspex.
15 Acknowledgment of Ownership:
15.1 This is a Hiring Agreement only and does not constitute or give rise to any sale of the Equipment to the Hirer, any hire purchase agreement or arrangement with the Hirer or any leasing agreement that contains an option to purchase the Equipment.  The relationship between the Owner and the Hirer is limited to a relationship of owner and bailee in respect of the Equipment.
15.2 The Hirer acknowledges that the Owner is the sole exclusive owner of the Equipment.

16 Use of Equipment:
The Hirer warrants that they will only use the Equipment for the purpose disclosed to the Owner in the Schedule to this Agreement.  Any other use that the Hirer may put the Equipment to is expressly prohibited in this Agreement and any loss or damage sustained by the Owner or any third party owing to the Hirer's unauthorised use of the Equipment shall be borne by the Hirer entirely and the Hirer hereby indemnifies and keeps indemnified the Owner from any such liability.
17 Deposit:

17.1 The Owner may, as part of its Offer to Hire Form, require the Hirer to pay to the Owner a deposit in respect of the Equipment to be hired.  The amount of the deposit shall be as stated in the Offer to Hire Form.
17.2 Any such deposit shall when paid be applied against the Hire Fee and the balance of the Hire Fee shall be paid upon the return of the Equipment at the expiration of the Hire Period.
18 Guarantor:
In the event of the Hirer herein being a company:

18.1 Each of the persons signing this contract on behalf of the company warrants that the company has been incorporated and those persons acknowledge and agree that they shall be personally liable under this contract, both jointly and severally, as if they had been named as hirers;

18.2 In the event that the Hirer defaults in its obligations under this Contract, the directors of that company who have signed this Contract on behalf of the company hereby guarantee, both jointly and severally, the due performance of the company in relation to its obligations pursuant to the Terms of this contract in every respect as if they had personally entered into this Contract themselves;

18.3 The provisions of this special condition shall not merge upon completion or termination of this Contract.
19 Notices
Any notice required in this agreement must be in writing and delivered to the other party. Delivery includes by hand, email, facsimile or registered post. If the other parties address changes from that stated in the agreement specifics, they must notify the other party.

20 No Waiver

Time is of the essence of this agreement, except that no delay by the owner in exercising any right or power will operate as a waiver of that right or power. Nor will any single or partial exercise of any right or power preclude any other or further exercise of that right or power

21 Governing law

This agreement will be governed by the law of New South Wales.

22 Ongoing Hire

22.1 The Hirer agrees that the terms and conditions as outlined in this Hire Agreement shall apply to any hire of goods and equipment on an ongoing basis from the Owner for a period one year from the date of this Hire Agreement. 
22.2 The Hirer acknowledges that a new Hire Agreement may not be entered into for each separate hire of goods and equipment during the course of the year and the terms and conditions of this Hire Agreement will not waiver for each separate hire. 
23 Whole of Agreement
This agreement supersedes all prior representations, arrangements, understandings, purchase order Terms and conditions, and agreements between the parties and represents the entire complete and exclusive understanding and agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter of this agreement.
